Leave
one blank line and then type AUTHORS’ NAMES
(in Capital, 12pt Times New Roman, centered), De-
partment (in 12pt Times New Roman, centered), Uni-
versity (in 12pt Times New Roman, centered), Ad-
dress (in 12pt Times New Roman, centered), COUN-
TRY (in Capital, 12pt Times New Roman, centered).
Then you must type your e-mail address and your Web
Site address (both in 12pt Times New Roman, cen-
tered). The heading of each section should be printed
in small, 14pt, left justified, bold, Times New Roman.
You must use numbers 1, 2, 3, ... for the sections’
numbering and not Latin numbering (I, 11, I, ...)

Please, leave two blank lines between successive sec-
tions as here.

Mathematical Equations must be numbered as fol-
lows: (1), (2), ..., (99) and not (1.1), (1.2), ..., (2.1),
(2.2), ... depending on your various Sections.

When including a subsection you must use,
for its heading, small letters, 12pt, left jus-
tified, bold, Times New Roman as here.

2.1.1 Sub-subsection

When including a sub-subsection you must use, for its
heading, small letters, 11pt, left justified, bold, Times
New Roman as here.

3 Problem Solution

Figures and Tables should be numbered as fol-
lows: Fig.1, Fig.2, ... etc Table 1, Table 2, ... etc.

If your paper deviates significantly from these
specifications, our Publishing House may not be
able to include your paper in the Proceedings.

When citing references in the text of the ab-
stract, type the corresponding number in square
brackets as shown at the end of this sentence [|1].
